Applicants can only enter one application form for consideration. The application should include a CV, a portfolio and a new, unrealised project idea. We particularly encourage projects which initiate dialogue in an innovative and applied manner, between artistic/design practice, and current research and scientific developments in Life Sciences, more specifically genomics. Please note: the application is a first draft. After matching with a Genomics Centre the draft will be further developed in close collaboration with the centre, as the quality of art-science collaboration and interaction is one of the most important goals of the Award. For that matter, please inform yourself about the research done by the Genomics Centres through the websites of the centres.

For instance CDC is highly interested in artists/designers that want to work with aspects of celiac and celiac disease, as the NTC is mainly interested in artists/designers interested in visualizations of complex genetic networks. 

Important Entry Information

The award procedure consists in principle of 4 phases tied to important dates.

- 8th September 2010: closing date call for proposals
- 15th September 2010: pre-selection of 20 nominee proposals. All entrants will be informed on the rejection/acceptance of their proposal. In case of acceptance entrants will be required to pitch their proposal on September 24th during a 5 minute  presentation during PICNIC10 [http://www.picnicnetwork.org/] as well as partake in the matchmaking session with the Genomics Centres. 

- 24th September 2010: project pitch nominees and matchmaking during PINIC10 at Westerliefde, Amsterdam

- 25th September - 10 November 2010: applicants and Genomics Centres develop and their proposals together

- 10th November 2010: submission final proposals

- End of November 2010: expert jury selects 3 winning proposals

- 8th December 2010: Award Ceremony of three winning proposals at Naturalis, Leiden

- May 2011: exhibition of realised winning projects at Naturalis, Leiden
